Supplies Needed:

e A medium-sized jar with a lid (mason
jar, mayonnaise jar, plastic jar from the
dollar store)

A copy of the prompt suggestion sheet
(follows)

Novelty paper or cardstock

Small wooden blocks (These come in a
pack at a dollar store)

Glue stick and glue gun

Ribbon to tie around a jar

A label that says: "Writer's Block Idea Jar."
Hole puncher

Instructions:

1.

Copy the sheet of prompt suggestions using the novelty paper and cut it apart. Fold each
strip in half.

. Place the strips in the jar.
. You can decorate the jar in any way you like.
. On the top of the lid, glue a small wooden block.

. Write out your label — "Writer's Block Idea Jar.” Use a hole puncher to make a hole at
one end of the label. Run a ribbon through the hole and tie the string with the label
around the neck of the jar.

. Plan with an elementary teacher about this project and offer to make a Writer's Block
Idea Jar for the class.

. You could make one for every third-grade class in one of your local elementary schools.
